LEAF Matters 
 
Spring Cleanup – Sunday 27 September 
 
A reminder that the Spring Cleanup will be held on 
Sunday 27 September from 9am.    
 
Our focus will be on:   
 

- Clearing out the bottom of the Camphor 
Laurel playground (the balloon vine, some of the 
ivy and a lot of the overgrowth); 
 - Rework on the parts worked on this year 
(Grosvenor Rd and Pacific Highway sides of 
school);  

- Reduce overgrowth along the Pacific 
Highway side entrance; 

 
Last week, we conducted a walk around with Mr 
Oliver and confirmed we were ok to remove the 
trees prioritised to be removed first.  On that basis, 
we have arranged for the tree removal guys to 
come on this Sunday as well.   Given that building 
works are due soon, we will focus first on the trees 
at the top half of the school.

Noxious tree audit continued 
 
Thanks for the questions asked last week by 
parents – they are appreciated! 
 
Questions were asked on the bandicoot area in the 
LAC, the impact of removal of trees to fauna and 
the danger to fauna whilst removing the trees.   
 
To clarify, we will not be touching the bandicoot 
area, and will be careful when removing trees to 
check that no fauna are in the trees.  In addition, 
we are selectively removing trees rather than 
simply removing all noxious trees.  One criteria 
which we applied (as advised by Council) was 
whether or not the trees we identified to be 
removed served any useful purpose to the school 
or environment (eg. Provided shade at recess time, 
potential habitat for possums.)  Overwhelmingly, 
the trees identified didn’t provide any useful 
purpose. 
 
We have posted, on the P&C website under 
Committees->LEAF, pictures of the trees initially 
identified to be removed.
