Anaphylaxis at 

Lindfield Public 

School  

 

At Lindfield Public School in 2009 we have five children 
with a potentially life threatening allergic reaction. They 
are found across our school from Kindergarten to Year 
5.  
 

What is anaphylaxis? 
Anaphylaxis is a severe, sudden and potentially fatal 
allergic reaction. It can occur when a susceptible 
person is exposed to an allergen. The most common 
allergens are peanuts and peanut products, but other 
foods and insect stings can also trigger an anaphylactic 
reaction. Reactions usually begin within minutes of 
exposure and can progress rapidly. Anaphylaxis is 
potentially life threatening and always requires an 
emergency response. 
 

Emergency treatment 
Prompt treatment with injected adrenaline is required to 
halt the progression of symptoms and can be life 
saving. An EpiPen, which administers a single dose of 
adrenaline, has been provided for each of our identified 
students. After the administration of an EpiPen it is 
essential that an Emergency Care ambulance be called 
for further treatment. 
 

What is the school doing to help these children? 

¶ All members of staff in NSW public schools are now 
trained in awareness of anaphylaxis, the symptoms 
of an anaphylactic reaction and the administration 
of an EpiPen. 

¶ Individual Health Care Plans have been developed 
for each student with a severe allergic reaction and 
are prominently displayed in the childôs classroom. 

¶ The identity of students with a severe allergic 
reaction has been distributed to all teachers. 

¶ Students regularly discuss the importance of eating 
only their own food and not sharing. 
 

How can parents help these children? 

¶ If possible, choose alternative sandwich spreads to 
peanut butter and Nutella. If you have no 
alternative, inform your child that these foods can 
trigger an anaphylactic reaction. 

¶ Reinforce the schoolôs No Food Sharing message. 
 

How can other students help these children? 

¶ Wash your hands thoroughly after eating. An 
anaphylactic reaction can be triggered by traces of 
allergens on the skin, or even in the air. Peanut 
butter is particularly likely to stick to your skin. 

¶ Eat your own food and never share with others. 
Anaphylaxis can occur when there is no history of 
known allergies. 

While we have never had to deal with a child having an 
anaphylactic reaction at Lindfield PS, our aim is to 
maintain a safe school environment for all students. For 
students with severe allergic reactions, we want to 
avoid them coming into contact with potentially life-
threatening allergens.

School Zone Road Safety 
 
School is back and it is important for the safety 
of our children that parents drive responsibly on 
the roads surrounding our school. Please ensure 
that the school zone speed limit is observed. 
 

 
 
We are continuing to work with the relevant 
authorities to have the Grosvenor Road crossing 
upgraded with work likely to commence during 
the end of year holidays. We have also made 
representations to have the traffic lights on the 
corner of Grosvenor Road and Pacific Highway 
upgraded to make this crossing safer for our 
students and the community generally.  
 
While the school can raise these issues, parents 
as well as the wider community need to obey the 
rules in order to keep our children safe. We have 
recently added some road rule reminder signs 
within our school property and on the fences. 
Parents should always be familiar with the road 
rules (including parking rules) which carry much 
heavier penalties in operating school zones.

and pick up zone has been working well in the 
mornings with up to 60 vehicles using the zone 
to drop off around 100 children between 
8.30a.m. and 9.00a.m. on some of mornings 
surveyed.  This initiative alone has assisted traffic 
movements immensely and made life easier for 
our school community.   

In the afternoons this area has also gained 
popularity, however, some drivers mistakenly 
believe they can wait for up to two minutes in 
the hope their children will come out.  This is not 
the case as some parents recently found out 
when they received infringement notices in the 
mail.
